AT THE BEGINNING OF A RIDE 
 
When you get ready to ride with your iBike, very likely your iBike and sensors will be 
inactive (powered-down).  Follow these instructions to activate (power-up) your 
wireless system: 
 

1. Spin the crank backwards.  This wakes up your cadence sensor. 
2. Spin the wheel that has your speed magnet.  This wakes up the speed 

sensor.

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Remember: if you stop riding for more than 5 minutes, you may need to wake up 
your sensors and iBike!
